We renounce them!

Do you renounce the reluctance in your own hearts to draw near to God, to

draw near to the suffering of your neighbors, and to repent, all of which prevent

you from moving forward with a more direct focus toward justice and joy?

We renounce them! 

We call this season of the church year “Ordinary Time,” and yet there is nothing

ordinary about the living of these days. And so we give thanks for the gift of

baptism, and for the reminder of the promises we make in the midst of that

sacrament:

to proclaim Christ through word and deed,

care for others and the world God made,

and work for justice and peace.

Do you promise, then, to honor these promises made in the sacrament of

baptism?

We do, and we ask God to help and guide us.
